Examples of
qualifying specialized experience include the
following: technician or aid in engineering,

earth, physical, or natural science, forestry, soil
conservation, or surveying; trades or craft work
in maintenance or construction of facilities or
equipment related to hydrology; drafting; and
construction estimating.
